MY ACHIEVEMENTS

Greening our environment

· Created a new community garden on Hanson Road which is maintained by The Friendship House

· Initiated the car-share program in Gatineau, and a member of the program since its inception in 2006

· Initiated the pilot project for the rental BIXI bikes in the downtown

· Oversaw the planting of mature trees during the refurbishment of a section of the Dollard-des-Ormeaux, Kent and St-Etienne roads in 2009, as well as added the planting of trees to the tenders for major works projects in the downtown core.
Preserving and Developing our Inheritance

· Maintenance of the Caretaker’s House at the Notre-Dame cemetery.

· Re-use of the “château d’eau” on  Montcalm Street in order to house les Brasseurs du Temps.
· Preservation of the Wright-Scott House at 28 Alexander– Taché Boulevard in 2007, in collaboration with the National Capital Commission.
· Creation and installation of  pannels depicting the history of Old-Hull.

Refurbishing Downtown

· Public consultations and the mobilization of representatives from our district for the Town Planning Programme; adopted unanimously by the Council at the last  session on September 22nd. 

· Relocalization of the “Gîte Ami” into a new building. 

· Creation of a mural by young people on St-Rédempteur Street.

· Establishment of a rule that offers tax rebates of 6 to ten years to interested promoters in the downtown core.

· Subsidies in the Renovation Quebec programme for the older sectors of the city  to help maintain the older residences in  good condition 

Encouraging Culture and Recreation 

· Replacing the seats in the  Jean- Desprez Hall and in the Théâtre de l’Île. 

· Water park games in Jean-Dallaire Park.

· Replacement of the play structures in Fontaine Park. 

· Complete repairs of St-Rédempteur Park on Carillon Street.

· Building a section of the cycling path on Laurier Street, between Eddy and Laval.

· Installation of a skateboarding park near De l’Île High School.

· Important contribution to the Emerging Outaouais Festival.

· Make the BIXI bike sharing project permanent.

· Encourage the construction of Green Energy buildings.

· Embrace the slogan « I participate in my district » from the Equiterre movement to encourage people’s involvement in active transportation and proximity spending (community groceries).

· Put the focus on cleanliness by adding more garbage and recycling bins in the district, and promoting the Big Spring Clean-up.

· Plant more flowers in the Downtown core.

· Implementation of the changes proposed by the Residents Association of Taché Gardens for the safety of pedestrians on Alexandre-Taché Boulevard.

· Bring the Municipal Library to the  people in our retirement homes.
